The poet is a
nature lover and is guided by it to a
boat tied to a willow tree within a
rocky cave. The boat was usually tied
there was wunable to resist the
temptation of stealing the boat for a
row, the poet unlooses the boat and
pushes it from the shore with stealth
and climbs into it.

When the boat moved on there came
echoing sounds(of warning from the
mountain sides the boat left small
circles of water gleaming idly under
the light of the moon till all of them
were mixed up and dissolved giving
way to one single track of glittering
light.

The poet had sent his sight on the
summit of the distant craggy ridge
which was the horizons utmost
boundary and beyond it there was
nothing but stars and the grey sky and
rowed with great pleasure without
wavering his sight from this
destination. The poet was totally
immersed in rowing the boat which
he considering to be a fairy like boat,
he failed to notice the approaching
mountain  which suddenly got
transformed from a craggy ridge to a
huge peak black and huge. He was
overwhelmed by sheer size of the
mountain in the darkness of the night
and was terrified that the mountain
was going to take revenge on him for

He left the boat where he found it and
went home through the meadows.
