1. World's Longest Constitution:

Indian constitution is the longest constitution in the world. When it was launched, it contained 395 subjects in
22 sections and eight schedules. 104 amendments have been made to the Indian Constitution.

2. Rigidity and Flexibility of Indian Constitution:

A distinctive feature of our constitution is that it is not as rigid as the American constitution. It refers to both
rigid and flexible. As a result, it can easily change and expand over time.

3. Federal system with unitary characteristics:

The powers of the government are divided between the central government and the state governments. The
powers of the three government bodies namely the executive, judiciary and legislature are divided under the
constitution. Consequently, the Indian Constitution advocates a federal structure.

4. Fundamental Rights and Fundamental Duties:

The Indian Constitution outlines a comprehensive set of fundamental rights for Indian citizens. The
Constitution contains a list of 11 responsibilities for citizens, known as Fundamental Duties. Some of these
responsibilities include respect for the national flag and anthem, integrity and unity of the country and
protection of public property.

5. Guiding Principles of State Policy:

The Directive Principles of State Policy, enshrined in Part IV of the Constitution, provide guidelines to the State
for socio-economic development, welfare and establishment of a just society. This section examines the
importance and classification of guiding principles, focusing on areas such as social justice, economic
empowerment and environmental protection.

6. Emergency Provisions:

In times of crisis, the Constitution is appropriate for the declaration of permanent states of emergency to ensure
national and security. This section describes different types of emergencies - national, state and financial - and
affects the functioning of government and individual rights.
